It is uncertain where he was killed; some accounts state Bradfield St Clare
near Bury St Edmunds, others Maldon in Essex or Hoxne in Suffolk. What
Is known is that in 902 his remains were moved to Bedricsworth (modern
Bury St Edmunds) where King Athelstan founded a religious community to
care for his shrine which became a place of national pilgrimage. King
Canute built a stone abbey on the site in 1020 to house the shrine. For
centuries Edmundos resting gpof Bngland wa
and the abbey became increasingly wealthy as the cult of St Edmund grew.
Such was the influence of St
Edmund that on St
Edmunddés Day 1in
English barons held a secret
meeting here before going to
confront King John with the
Charter of Liberties, the
forerunner to Magna Carta
which he signed a year later.
This event is reflected in the
motto of Bury St Edmunds:
'Shrine of a King, Cradle of

the Law'. So, what happened to displace Edmund as our patron saint?
After all, he really did live, he died a martyr and he was English (well almost
- he was actually born in Germany!). St George - by contrast - was certainly
not English, never visited England and indeed may not have existed at
all! St Edmundds influence began to
1199, King Richard I visited the tomb of St George in Lydda on the eve of
battle. The next day he won a great victory. Following this triumph, Richard
adopted St. George as his personal patron and protector of the army.
Although the banner of St. Edmund (pictured) was still carried into battle
by the English army, by the time of Edward | it had been joined by the flag
of St. George. In 1348, Edward Ill founded a new order of chivalry, the
Knights of the Garter. Edward made St George the patron of the Order and
also declared him Patron Saint of England.

However, Edmund has not been forgotten. His name lives on at the site of

his burial, in church names particularly in East
